Nye Contractor Dies Saturday

"Tonopah, July 24 - August H. Kuhlman, Tonopah carpenter and contractor and a resident of Nye County
34 years, died Saturday evening in the Nye County Hospital. In ill health for several months, he had
entered the clinic on July 19 for treatment.

Kuhlman was born in Germany 76 years ago, but had resided in this country since boyhood. He was
married in Napa, Calif., in 1886. Mrs. Kuhlman died here May 1, 1936. The couple first came to Nye
County in 1906, settling in Rhyolite. In 1917 they moved to Tonopah. There are no known survivors.

Funeral services were held yesterday at 2 p.m. from the Wonacott and Cavanaugh Chapel. Interment
was in Tonopah Cemetery."
